Marcia Zech’s Garden  
 

My garden is mainly a daylily collection.  There are no 
companion plants here.  There are probably 400 
different daylilies. 
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My poor daylilies have been moved several times as I 
have re-landscaped and changed beds– and most lost 
their tags in the process.  This garden across the road 
began as an effort to identify the unknown plants by 
replanting more of the same ones. You are invited to 
try your hand at identifying untagged plants.  I have 
been able to find some new examples of most of the 
daylilies.  A few do not seem to be in circulation 
anymore (such as Me Tarzan, Irish Glory, Lemon Lyric, 
Pear Ornament, and Bernice Loris).  I am giving them 
another year or two to become established and 
identified; then I will probably give those still 
unidentified to the club as “unk’s” 
 
I have added some new ones, but I have recently 
become intrigued by some of the older cultivars from 
earlier times.  I have this year added some Howard 
Hite introductions. (I met him in the late 90’s when 
visiting Michigan.)  I have also added some Munson, 
Moldovan and Whatley introductions this year.  Most of 
the daylilies date from the 90’s.  I stopped buying for 
several years during the rust scare. 
 
The beachside beds have lots of unknown daylilies; 
there is one bed next to the #2256 house which has 
tagged newer daylilies.  There is also a bed of 
untagged daylilies on the west side of the #2250 
house which are mostly red and yellow.  This bed has a 
nice greeny-yellow unknown cultivar (it may be RA). 
 
I will have my list of cultivars available as well as some 
notebooks we have created with a page for each 
cultivar.  There are some cultivars that are on the 
2008 Garden Judges Ballot.  I will try to have those 
marked for you. 
 
Since Klaus and I will be in Michigan for our family 
reunion (it seems to fall during daylily season each 
year), Keola Barker, my gardener will be present to 
answer any questions.  And Becky Strausser will have 
the house open for coffee, drinks, lunch and use of the 
facilities. 
 
To further entice you to participate in this year’s tour 
here is one of Debbie Friedlander’s new seedlings.

How Does Your Garden Grow? 

 
At our June board meeting we were talking about how 
different our daylilies were doing from a “normal” year.  
So I sent out an e-mail requesting folks to comment 
on how their daylilies were doing.  As you can see from 
the comments below, the response was driven by 
which microclimate the responder lived in.  The Puget 
Sound area is a virtual “Cornucopia” of microclimates.   
 
 
We have scapes up all over the place. The lemon lilies 
are the only ones really blooming. We have had one 
pathetic bloom on H. Ballerina on Ice.  There was a 
badly misshapen bloom on H. My Darling 
Clementine and a barely recognizable bloom on H. 
Microburst. I think that we will have a wonderful 
bloom season, though, in July. We’ll see!

My daylilies are putting up scapes with lots of buds and 
already have two blooming – H. Cranberry Baby and 
H. Sebastian (J. Williams, 1978) - a purple.  Of course 
I am a little warmer being on Renton Hill and fairly 
close to Lake Washington.  They all seem to be healthy 
with no more slug/cutworm damage than usual.  By 
the way, am looking forward to attending the Region 8 
meeting in Corvallis.  Marilyn G.  
 
All the scapes up until that three day hot spell last 
week were in the foliage and looking very puny.  Two 
cultivars did manage to open under these abysmal 
conditions were H.ELF WINGS (Terry 1965) and H. 
CHICAGO KNOBBY (Marsh 1974).  EW is always 
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blooming by June 1st.  This year it made its deadline 
by blooming full on in the foliage.  CK just barely got 
to the top of the foliage and then sulking opened a 
couple of less than perfect blooms.  All the scapes that 
have been trying in this cold spring have really 
struggled to get up above the foliage and seem to be 
stunted for height despite the recent mini heat wave.  
The heat wave did spark new scapes to appear that 
are having no trouble reaching proper height.  In other 
words, I have many clumps that have two distinct sets 
of scape height.  H. NEBUCHADNEZZAR'S FURNACE 
(Talbott, 1988) and H. FUZZ BUNNY (Lennington 
1976) are going to open any day now. FB has the 
strange two different height scapes and NF has 
incorporated the heat into the scapes that were 
struggling and is above the foliage.  Geez, I hope we 
get some sun and heat soon.  Four blooming by the 
4th of July will be nothing to celebrate.

Since I am in a newer location, in Puyallup way up on 
the south hill, and all my daylilies were transported in 
pots, they've only been in the ground 1 full year.  I 
have substantial increase, good foliage, (if the slugs 
haven’t mangled the leaves, those evil, nasty, little 
grey ones).  Everything is behind with the exception of 
H. Priscilla's Dream (Shooter 1993) and H. Mango 
Tango (Shooter 2002).  I've never seen Priscilla's 
Dream bloom this early and it does not look like it 
normally does.  Mango Tango has one scape down in 
the foliage and it is blooming, the rest of the scapes 
are where they should be, but not blooming.  My one 
true measure of the season, H. Long Stockings 
(Stamilie 1997) which ALWAYS blooms by the second 
week of June has one bud showing color, Jun 29.  
 However, with the weather that we are having this 
weekend, and coming week, I expect that all the 
daylilies will be winding their clocks fast forward.  
  
So in summation, with two notable exceptions, I am at 
least two weeks behind "normal" year.

My Daylilies are being very different this year.  My H. 
Celebration Of Angels has always opened perfectly 
until this year.  It is low in the foliage and not true 
color.  It is listed as being Early, so it didn't have a 
chance.  There are others that are doing the same 
thing. Our weather has been so cold the daylilies don't 
have a chance of opening correctly.  Now that there 
have been a couple of nice days, things are improving, 
but that doesn't help with my seedlings that decided to 
be Early and all blooms so far just haven't open well, 
and are mottled colors. Ok they are first year blooms, 
so maybe they will always be ugly, time will tell. I do 
think that they would have been better than they 
were. More will be opening in the morning, Hope they 
open normally, Debbie K. Friedlander – Lynnwood 
 
Above, Kathryn noted how H. Long Stockings was at 
least two weeks behind normal.  Mine is a little ahead I 
suppose brought on by the heat with the sun bouncing 
off the water.  While early it is at least two feet shorter 
than normal with the blooms proportionately smaller 

than normal. I am beginning to think, after the past 
three years, that normal is to expect the unexpected in 
the garden.  In talking with others I seem to be well 
ahead of others in experiencing bloom, an example H. 
Buttered Popcorn was producing blooms the last 
week of May.
